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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the impact of applying governance in the Damietta Port Authority and
its impact on improving performance, and the study population consisted of workers in senior and
leading positions in the Damietta Port Authority (128). The study used the descriptive and analytical
approach through the design of a questionnaire used to collect the necessary data, and multiple
regression analysis was used to test the study hypotheses. The study came up with many results, the
most important of which were: Damietta Port Authority is generally interested in applying all
dimensions of governance with high degrees, and that the respondents’ attitudes towards improving
performance came with high degrees, and that there is a statistically significant positive relationship
between governance (transparency, disclosure, and accountability) in improving performance.
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
